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As part of National Chemistry Week, the SDCS 4th graders attended Eastman's Celebration of 
Chemistry last week and had a great day of learning! They learned about Eastman's 
development of durable plastics and shrink-wrap labels, fluorescence, thermal cameras, liquid 
nitrogen, chemiluminescence (the science behind a glow stick), and conducting electricity. 
Students were even able to use a hand generator to test how much more energy a regular 
lightbulb uses than an incandescent light bulb!
